Albert Town residents are invited to come along to 
the Albert Town Community Association’s (ATCA) 
Annual General Meeting on Wednesday, 18 March at 
The Albie Tavern from 7.00 – 8.00pm.

The AGM is a chance for locals to hear about the 
projects, events and initiatives that have helped 
bring the community together over the past year, 
and to find out what’s planned for the year ahead.
